Spiaggia Rosa di Budelli: accessible only by sea, this beach owes its name to the characteristic color of the sand, a pale pink
due to the grains of coral. An enchanting place to stop, swimin the transparent waters and admire the unique landscape,

Spargi archipelago: sailing towards the island of Spargi, stop in the bay of Cala Corsara. This secluded spot is surrounded
by towering cliffs and offers a peaceful anchorage. Snorkeling and diving are unmissable here, thanks to the wealth of
marine life that populates its seabed.
